GIOVANNI CASANOVA


Casanova de Seingalt, Giovanni Giacomo, 1725-98, Venetian adventurer and author. He studied for the church but was expelled from school for immorality. A life of adventure took him all over Europe. He supported himself by gambling, spying, writing, and, especially, by his power to seduce women, and his personal charm affected the foremost persons of his time. Arrested (1755) in Venice, he accomplished the notable feat of escaping (1756) from the "leaden roofs" of the state prison.


In Paris, where he enjoyed favor in court circles, he became director of the lottery and amassed a fortune. In 1785 Casanova retired to the castle of Dux, Bohemia, where his friend Count Waldstein employed him as librarian. A man of learning and taste, with interests ranging from mathematics, poetry, and literary and musical criticism to commercial and political projects, Casanova left many writings.


His memoirs, written in French, became world-famous. Only abridged versions were published until 1960, when the complete memoirs began to appear in French and in German translation. Accurate as to history, the memoirs probably contain much invented personal matter. Other papers, in prose and verse, were released in 1930.


ITALY FINANCE CHIEF ON TRIAL OVER BANK DEAL


MILAN, Italy (AP) -- A Milan judge has ordered former Bank of Italy governor Antonio Fazio to stand trial on a charge of market rigging stemming from the failed 2005 takeover bid for Banca Antonveneta by Banca Popolare Italiana.


Banca Popolare Italiana's former CEO Gianpiero Fiorani and other 16 people were also indicted Friday on related charges. The trial is scheduled to start October 23.


Fazio was forced from his lifetime appointment amid accusations that he tried to block Dutch bank ABN Amro Holding from taking over the Padua-based Banca Antonveneta in a particularly dark chapter in Italian finance.


ABN Amro was Antonveneta's largest shareholder and unveiled its intention to launch a cash bid worth €8 billion. After a long battle, the Dutch bank eventually won control of Banca Antonveneta.


VENEZIA

BERLUSCONI VOWS TO FIGHT TRASH CRISIS


NAPLES, Italy (CNN) -- Italian Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi announced Wednesday that he has appointed a new "garbage czar" to combat a crisis that has left the streets of Naples awash with trash.


After a cabinet meeting in Naples, Berlusconi told reporters he had tapped Guido Bertolaso, head of the country's Civil Protection Department -- the unit responsible for dealing with national emergencies.


In his role Bertolaso will have the authority to open new dump sites and landfills in the region to alleviate a problem that has dogged the city for years.


While central Naples is now largely clear of trash, the situation in the surrounding areas -- especially the city's outskirts -- is dire. Tens of thousands of tons of uncollected garbage remain piled up on streets and in alleys and the odor permeates the air.


The problems flared December 31 when the Italian government closed one of the area's two working dumps at the request of nearby residents.


That led to trash piling up on city streets, and some schools were closed to protect children from the noxious fumes.


The government has since moved some of the waste to temporary landfills around Naples and has even shipped some of it to other parts of Italy and Europe. But the measures have not solved the problems.


Earlier this month, the European Commission said it was taking Italy to court over the crisis because the uncollected trash poses a threat to the environment and puts Italy in breach of EU waste disposal rules.


Wednesday's Cabinet meeting is the first of what promises to be a series of meetings in Naples, with Berlusconi vowing to continue meeting there until the issue is resolved.


Though garbage tops Wednesday's agenda, the Cabinet also plans to discuss two other issues -- crime and illegal immigration.


Cabinet ministers are expected to propose making illegal immigration a crime, punishable by six months to four years in prison. That will eventually be introduced as a bill to be voted on in parliament.


Another proposal, which will come into immediate effect, calls for illegal immigrants who commit crimes in Italy to face harsher penalties and longer sentences than other criminals. For crimes carrying a one-year sentence, for instance, an illegal immigrant would instead have to serve three years; those who face sentences of longer than two years will simply be expelled.


The Cabinet is also expected to propose harsher measures against Italians who take advantage of illegal immigrants, such as by renting apartments on the black market for exorbitant amounts. In that case, the apartment will be confiscated and the owner will face jail time.


Italian mayors will also have more powers dealing with the expulsion of illegal immigrants under the Cabinet's expected proposals.


The issue of immigrants and crime has gripped Italy in recent weeks. Last week, a crowd attacked a Roma gypsy camp near Naples after a gypsy woman was accused of trying to steal a baby from a nearby apartment. The camp was torched later that night and police had to escort the residents to safety.


Police launched a nationwide sweep two days later, arresting some 400 people for drug dealing, prostitution, and robbery. Though police said the raids did not target gypsies, many of those arrested came from Romania.


Critics have said the government plans for tougher measures against illegal immigrants may also unfairly target immigrants living and working in the country legally.


BERLUSCONI MAY BE CALLED IN CIA 'KIDNAP' TRIAL


ROME, Italy (CNN) -- An Italian judge ruled Wednesday that Italian Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi may be called as a witness at the trial of 26 Americans, mostly CIA agents, in connection with the alleged kidnapping of a Muslim cleric, a Milan court official said.


Judge Oscar Magi ruled Berlusconi's testimony is admissible at the trial, essentially giving defense attorneys the right to call the premier to the witness stand, said the court official, who was not authorized to speak with the media. 


Berlusconi is not accused of any wrongdoing, but because he is a witness, he must appear in court. In Italy, only defendants may opt not to appear.


Berlusconi will testify as someone informed about the facts in question because he was prime minister at the time of the alleged abduction more than five years ago. Magi also ruled that former prime minister Romano Prodi may also be called to the witness stand.


The proceedings center on the alleged kidnapping of Osama Nasr Mostafa Hassan, an Egyptian-born Muslim cleric also known as Abu Omar, in February 2003.


At the time of his disappearance, Milan prosecutors were investigating him for alleged links to terrorism.


Prosecutors allege that a CIA team working with Italian intelligence officials seized him from a Milan street, eventually flew him to Egypt, and used torture as part of an interrogation there.


Italian authorities last year indicted 26 Americans and five Italians for kidnapping in the case.


The Italians include the former head of Italian intelligence, Nicolo Pollari, and one of his deputies. They testified in preliminary hearings that Italian intelligence played no role in the alleged abduction.


None of the Americans is in custody in Italy and the Italian government has not asked for their extradition; they are being tried in absentia.


Italy's constitutional court is being asked to rule whether documents Pollari wants to use to clarify his position and defend himself are admissible in court and whether prosecutors investigating the case violated state secrecy rules.


Italian media report a ruling on that could come July 8. Should the court rule that prosecutors breached national security, the whole trial would be invalidated.


The trial deals with a practice that human rights groups call "extraordinary rendition," and they say the United States has often sent suspects to countries that practice torture.


Washington acknowledges making secret "rendition" transfers of terrorism suspects between countries but denies using torture or handing suspects over to countries that do.


In an earlier interview, former CIA analyst Michael Scheuer said the Italian military secret service had approved the operation involving Hassan, and CIA sources who refused to be named told CNN in 2005 that the agency had briefed and sought approval from its Italian counterpart for such an abduction.


The then Italian government of Berlusconi has vigorously denied having authorized Hassan's kidnapping, which it called illegal.

ITALIAN POLICE CRACK DOWN ON IMMIGRANTS


ROME, Italy (CNN) -- Italian Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi appears to be making good on his promise to deal with crime and immigration, launching a nationwide police sweep just weeks after taking office.


Yet critics say they are worried it will target people who legally live and work in Italy.


Frustration with illegal immigrants turned to rage last week when an angry mob attacked a Roma gypsy camp outside of Naples.


The rampage started Tuesday, when a gypsy woman was accused of trying to steal a baby from a nearby apartment. Police arrested the woman, but a crowd then turned against all 800 gypsies living in the camp.


"They have to go," said one Italian. "They stink, they bother us, and they steal from us. That is why they have to go."


Tuesday night, a group of people torched the camp, forcing residents to flee under police protection.


Italian Interior Minister Roberto Maroni condemned the incident but acknowledged a growing worry among Italians about illegal immigrants and crime.


"Italians are concerned about their security and we have to give an immediate and efficient answer to their demands regardless of where those who commit the crime come from," he said.


Early Thursday morning came the first step -- a nationwide police sweep targeting streets, houses, and gypsy camps. Police said the raids, which began at 1 a.m., resulted in some 400 arrests, mostly for drug dealing, prostitution, and robbery.  Watch police raid Roma gypsies. »


The Interior Ministry says one in three crimes in Italy is committed by a non-Italian. Romanians top the list of non-Italians who commit homicides, sexual assaults, robberies and extortion, the ministry said.


Though police said the raids did not target gypsies, most of those arrested came from Romania and North Africa. And most Roma gypsies who arrived in Italy in recent years have come from Romania, leading many Italians to believe they are the source of crime.


Critics, however, warn that government plans to introduce tougher measures against illegal immigrants may also unfairly target immigrants who live and work in the country legally.


Virginia and Radu are two such legal immigrants, having arrived in Italy six years ago from Romania. They have the right to live and work in the country as long as they are registered with police and can support themselves.


But when police raided their camp last week about 10 miles east of Rome, they arrested more than 30 people and told Virginia she could be expelled.


"I earn 650 euros ($1,012) a month and pay 100 euros ($155) in taxes," Virginia said. "But the police told me I could be sent home because I couldn't live on that salary and support a family of four. With that money, they said, I could live in Romania."


The Interior Ministry has said there will be no mass expulsions of illegal immigrants.


ATHEISTS CAUGHT HAVING SEX IN CATHEDRAL


(CNN) -- A man and a woman have been charged by police in Italy after they were found having sex in a confession box, it was reported Wednesday.


The Italian ANSA news agency said the young man and woman were taken into custody by police in the northern city of Cesena following a telephone complaint from a man attending morning Mass in the city's cathedral.


Authorities were alerted after a parishoner heard "rustling and groaning" coming from inside the confession box and pulled back the curtains to reveal a goth-rock couple engaged in oral sex, ANSA said.


The agency said the pair -- a 31-year-old laborer and a 32-year-old teacher -- defended their conduct saying: "We are atheists and for us, having sex in church is like doing it any other place."


However, Bishop Antonio Lanfranchi of Cesena-Sarsina took said the couple's behavior was "an outrage of notable proportions which bespeaks unutterable squalor."


He added that a special ceremony would be held to purify the confession box.


ITALIAN RESCUERS RECOVER DROWNED IMMIGRANTS


ROME, Italy (AP) -- Italian rescuers on Friday recovered the bodies of 12 would-be immigrants who drowned after the boat that was carrying them to Europe capsized in waters between Italy and Libya, officials said.


The shipwreck occurred late Thursday south of Lampedusa, a tiny Italian island that is closer to North Africa than mainland Europe, and some 50 miles off the Libyan coast, said Michele D'Andrea, an official with the port authority in the Sicilian capital of Palermo.


He said an Italian fishing boat pulled 27 survivors, including seven women, from the sea while an Italian navy ship recovered the dead, who were all male.


The survivors were reported in good condition. Though their nationality was not known, they appeared to be from countries in the Horn of Africa, D'Andrea said. The immigrants were transferred to the navy ship, which was on course to Sicily.


Thousands of illegal immigrants try to reach Italy each year by crossing over from North Africa in rickety boats. Deadly incidents are frequent. If the immigrants do not have proof of a job awaiting them in Italy, they are ordered expelled, although many never leave, authorities say.


VATICAN SENDS THREAT OVER WOMEN PRIESTS


ROME, Italy (CNN) -- The Vatican announced Thursday in a general decree that it will excommunicate anyone who would attempt to ordain a woman as a priest and the woman herself.


According to the decree, the excommunications would take place with immediate effect.


The decree was signed by Cardinal William Levada, prefect of the congregation for the doctrine of the faith.


It was not persuasive to Regina Nicolosi, a program coordinator for Roman Catholic Womenpriests (sic), who was ordained two years ago.


"We have come not to take that too seriously," said Nicolosi, a 66-year-old married mother and grandmother who lives in Red Wing, Minnesota, and said her group is composed of 40 to 50 women priests, none of whom are recognized by the church hierarchy.


"It's one of the very last patriarchal hierarchies in the western world, and I don't know when they will be ready to let go of that."


Though she said she wants to reform the church from within, she will continue her work as a volunteer in a nursing home who celebrates mass in small groups even if she is excommunicated, she said.


She predicted that the church's resistance will backfire. "This is bringing more and more women into our group, and I think we're getting more support from Catholics who are saying this is getting ridiculous," she said.


49 ARRESTED IN ITALIAN CRIME CLAN RAIDS


ROME, Italy (CNN) -- Italian police arrested 49 alleged mobsters suspected of homicide, extortion, theft, drug smuggling, and illegal possession of weapons in the Naples area, the Italian Interior Ministry said Friday.


The sweep by Neapolitan police, along with officers from other southern Italian provinces, targeted alleged mobsters belonging to the Cava clan, an offshoot of the Neapolitan mafia, the ministry said in a statement.


The statement said the investigation into the group began in 2003 and is ongoing.


NEW WWII DOCUMENTARY ON SAVING JEWS IN ITALY


(ANSA) - New York, June 10 - The little known story of Italians who saved Jews during World War II will be the subject of a new documentary film, to be produced by Engel Entertainment, it was announced on Tuesday.


The project, Italy and the Holocaust: the Hidden History, was presented at the Italian consulate here by Vincent Marmorale, who is responsible for matters relating to the Holocaust at the New York State Council of Social Justice.


The presentation of the project, explained Deputy Consul Giovanni Favilli, “has a double purpose: to announce that a documentary is in preparation in New York on what Italians did during the Holocaust, and to highlight this story which few people are aware of'.”


“The consulate is involved because the documentary deals with a part of Italian history which everyone should know about. Although racial laws were adopted in (Fascist) Italy, it is also true that these were not fully enforced,” he added.


The presentation of the project included testimony by Jews who are alive today thanks to the help they received from Italians during the war. “The fact that 80% of the Jews in Italy survived the Holocaust is evidence of the courage Italians demonstrated in helping them,” Marmorale said.


“The fact that few people in the United States know this story led me to search out Holocaust survivors so they could tell their own story of how they were saved by Italians,” he added.

ITALIANS SEE RED OVER DISALLOWED GOAL BLUNDER


Italian Football Federation president Giancarlo Abete has demanded an explanation from UEFA over his country"s disallowed goal during their 1-1 Euro 2008 draw against Romania. 


Luca Toni had scored on the stroke of half-time yesterday but his goal was wrongly ruled for offside, leaving the Azzurri fuming. 


"Seeing as UEFA intervened quickly to declare that Holland"s first goal (in Italy"s opening 3-0 defeat) was legitimate, I expect that they say that Toni"s goal was legitimate," said Abete. 


"I want them to say that the assistant and the referee (Norway"s Tom Henning Ovrebo), who was just metres away from the action, made a mistake. 


"To have ended the first half with a 1-0 lead would have changed the tactical balance of the game." 


Abete was also surprised by the referee"s decision to award Romania a penalty late in the game with the score at 1-1. 


Fortunately for the Azzurri, goalkeeper Gianluigi Buffon made a stunning save to thwart Adrian Mutu"s spot-kick and keep his team"s hopes of qualifying for the quarter finals alive. 


"In a close group as this one, these decisions don"t help," said Abete. 


"Even the penalty awarded to the Romanians was generous. 


"Now we have to focus only on winning against France, otherwise there"s no point of discussing it." 


Yesterday"s result left Italy bottom of Group C but level on one point with Les Bleus, who lost 4-1 against Holland last night. 


Italy take on France on Tuesday, with both sides needing a win to progress to the next round. 


However, that may not be sufficient to either side unless Holland avoid defeat to Romania in the other group game. 


Unbeaten Romania, who are second of their group with two points, have not ruled out their chances. 


"We are still alive and we are here," said Romania captain Cristian Chivu. 


"We have drawn against the world champions and the runners up of the World Cup. Now we will face Holland." 


Chivu, who played five years at Dutch giants Ajax before moving to the Serie A, knows his team face another challenge. 


Marco van Basten"s side have scored a whopping seven goals and only conceded once in their opening two games. 


"I was raised in Amsterdam and I know the Dutch mentality," said Chivu. "It will be a difficult game, even if they have already qualified. But we believe we can do it. We want to make our fans smile." 


Romania will have to overcome the absence of midfielder Mirel Radoi. 


Radoi was substituted during the encounter against Italy after a head collision and may have to undergo eye surgery.

ANTIPASTI DI MARE


This is a wonderful Christmas Eve appetizer but is tasty year round. This seafood salad often contains octopus as well as shrimps, scallops, and calamari, but if you prefer, you can certainly leave the octopus out.  The octopus requires a much longer cooking time, so if you choose to include it, you will need to add an additional hour or so to your preparation time.





INGREDIENTS:


3 Cups White Wine


5 Bay Leaves


2 Cloves Garlic, Crushed


2 Lemons


1 Pound Calamari, Cleaned And Cut Into Rings


1 Pound Medium Shrimp, Cleaned And Deveined


1 Pound Scallops 3 Cups Cooked Octopus Cut Into 2 Inch Pieces  


1 Cup Black Olives (Optional)


Dressing:


1 Cup Extra Virgin Olive Oil


½ Cup Lemon Juice 


3 Large Garlic Cloves, Thinly Sliced Br/>


¼ Cup Chopped Parsley 


Dash Red Pepper Flakes 


Salt & Pepper To Taste


DIRECTIONS:


In a stockpot, combine 3 quarts of water, the wine, bay leaves, and crushed garlic. Slice the lemons in half and squeeze the juice into the mixture. Drop the lemons into the pot. Bring the mixture first to a boil, then reduce the heat to medium low.


First cook the shrimp, cook 2 minutes and remove from the pot. Cook the calamari 1½ minutes and remove from the pot as well. If you are cooking scallops, cook in the same manner for 2 minutes. Mix the seafood together and set aside. If you are cooking octopus, add it to the pot, and cook it for about 45 minutes to an hour or until it is tender. Remove it from the pot and let it cool. Remove the skin and suckers, and cut it into bite sized pieces. Mix the octopus with the other ingredients. 


Place the seafood in a bowl and add the chopped celery. Add the dressing ingredients and mix well. Cover and let marinade a minimum of 12 hours. Just before serving, adjust the seasonings, and add the black olives if you are using them. Serve.
