DONOVAN RESCUES U.S. WORLD CUP DREAM WITH GOAL IN 91ST MINUTE


PRETORIA, South Africa -- Over and over, everything seemed to go against them. A referee took away a win last week, and a linesman disallowed another goal Wednesday.


Now there was just 3½ minutes left in their World Cup, just that much remaining until all the doubts about American soccer would rise again.


But then, in one of the most stunning turnarounds in World Cup history, Landon Donovan scored on a lightning fast counterattack 45 seconds into 4 minutes of injury time. With the most amazing late-game moment in American soccer, the United States beat Algeria 1-0 and reached the World Cup's second round.


"This team embodies what the American spirit is about," Donovan said. "We had a goal disallowed the other night. We had another good goal disallowed tonight. But we just keep going. And I think that's what people admire so much about Americans. And I'm damn proud."


LATE ITALIAN RALLY FALLS SHORT


JOHANNESBURG -- Defending champion Italy was eliminated Thursday from the World Cup with a humbling 3-2 loss to Slovakia, which advanced. Slovakia finished second in Group F to Paraguay. The Italians were last, the first time they've ever finished at the bottom of an opening-round group. "I take full responsibility," Italy coach Marcello Lippi said. "If the squad went out with fear in their legs and hearts it means the coach didn't prepare the match well tactically or psychologically."


For the third consecutive game, the Azzurri allowed an early goal and this time they never recovered. Robert Vittek put Slovakia ahead in the 25th minute, taking advantage of an errant pass from midfielder Daniele De Rossi. Vittek doubled the lead from close range in the 73rd following a corner kick.


Antonio Di Natale scored for Italy in the 81st, but Kamil Kopunek ended Italy's chances eight minutes later, even though Fabio Quagliarella scored in injury time for the four-time champions. It was Italy's first loss at the World Cup since allowing a golden goal to South Korea in the second round in 2002. And it marked the end of an era for Italy captain Fabio Cannavaro and Gennaro Gattuso, who already announced their retirement from the national team after the tournament. Lippi, who led Italy to the 2006 championship, is also moving on, with Cesare Prandelli already chosen as his successor.


"We were a disappointment and everyone saw it," regular goalkeeper Gianluigi Buffon said. "The difference between 2006 and 2010 is that there are no longer enough players like [Francesco] Totti and Alessandro [Del Piero]. He [Prandelli] will have to start a new cycle and I hope he's got his ideas in order, because the current situation of Italian football isn't great." Italy's squad featured nine players 30 or over and Prandelli will be charged with a major overhaul. Italy hasn't won since beating Sweden 1-0 in a friendly in November, drawing five times and losing twice.


Never have the previous World Cup finalists both failed to advance in the next tournament when both qualified. France, which lost to Italy on penalty kicks for the 2006 title, went out earlier this week in Group A. Slovakia plays Monday in Durban against the winner of Group E. Many of the Slovak players were in tears at the end of the match, and the reserves gathered in a circle, jumping up and down in celebration. It is the first World Cup for Slovakia as an independent nation.


Slovakia finished with a win, a draw and a loss for four points. Italy had two draws and Thursday's bitter defeat. Italy also allowed early goals in its 1-1 draws with Paraguay and New Zealand and the Azzurri attack struggled in all three games -- save for the final 10 minutes against Slovakia, when the Italians got desperate. Vittek's opening goal came on a low shot just beyond the reach of goalkeeper Federico Marchetti, who again replaced the injured Buffon. He then went around Giorgio Chiellini from close range following a corner kick for his second goal.


Di Natale slid in a rebound from Quagliarella's shot and, with four forwards on, Quagliarella nearly equalized in the 85th, but was ruled offside by the smallest of margins. Slovakia restored its two-goal lead in the 89th when substitute Kopunek lifted a bouncing ball over Marchetti. Quagliarella finally found the target in the second minute of added time with a delicate lob. Still, for 80 minutes Italy's forwards were unable to find the net, and no forward scored in open play during the Azzurri's opening two matches. Midfielder Andrea Pirlo came on in the 56th minute for his first action since injuring his left calf in a friendly against Mexico three weeks ago. The crafty playmaker gave Italy's sagging attack a much-needed boost, but it was not enough.


The early exit left the soccer-crazed nation in shock and anger. The online editions of Corriere della Sera, the country's largest newspaper, said "Azzurri, Farewell to the World Cup." Repubblica wrote that "it's worse than with Korea," recalling the shocking exit at the hands of North Korea in 1966. Fans who gathered in a Rome park to watch the match on giant screens began leaving as Slovakia's goals piled up.  Reaction, naturally, was just the opposite in Bratislava. "A fantasy," read the headline of the Internet version of Pravda, a major Slovak newspaper.

PREPARATION:


For bean spread, in blender or food processor combine beans, 1 tablespoon of the oil, the garlic, and Italian seasoning. Cover; blend or process until smooth. Season with salt and ground black pepper. 


To grill squash, toss squash slices with remaining tablespoon olive oil. Place in a grill basket. Place basket directly over medium coals for about 5 minutes or just until squash is tender, turning once. 


Spread one side of each bread slice with bean spread. Top half of the bread with tomato, squash, and cucumber slices. Top with remaining bread slices, spread side down. Secure sandwiches with wooden picks. Top with celery sprigs, tomato wedges, and/or pickle slices. Makes 12 appetizers-size sandwiches. 


Make-Ahead: Make the bean spread up to 2 days ahead; refrigerate, covered. Slice vegetables up to 24 hours ahead. Assemble sliders 2 hours ahead.

TUSCANY


Who hasn't been caught up in the fantasy promulgated in recent books and films of buying an abandoned farmhouse somewhere under the Tuscan sun and securing a little plot of paradise? The promise of springtime in bella Toscana is like a siren's call: Hilly vineyards and fields appear like an ocean of rolling green waves dotted with lone cypresses.  The farmers' markets burst with the season's first offerings, and their bounty of asparagus, artichokes, and delicate zucchini flowers show up on the local trattorias' menus.  The small town Montespertoli hosts the annual wine festival. Linger, and there will be fields of summertime sunflowers and hilltown music festivals to enjoy.  Autumn's harvesting of Chianti's grapes is a flurry of excitement before life slips into blissful hibernation.


LE MARCHE


Simple encounters of the truly Italian kind may be more challenging to find in neighboring Tuscany and Umbria these days, but Le Marche guarantees the experience at every turn.


It is easy to happen upon la vera Italia in silent cobblestone backstreets in small towns that can't be found in any guidebook, but also in the open piazzas of the better-known cities such as Ancona, Ascoli Piceno, and Pesaro.  Urbino is the strongest magnet of the region--and well it should be.  The Grand Duke Federico da Montefeltro created a flourishing center for the arts here, and his Palazzo Ducale is considered a perfect expression of early-Renaissance architecture.  Urbino's National Gallery is one of the finest museums in Italy today, a proud and impressive runner-up to the more art-heavy and less-intimate museums of Florence and Rome.


Le Marche's true Italian-ness is found in its hilly interior framed by the 6,000-fott peaks of the Appenine Mountains.  Let serendipity lead you from one pocket-size vineyard and perfectly preserved medieval town to the next, overlooked by modern-day travelers on the Grant Tour--at least for the moment.


OLDEST KNOWN IMAGES OF APOSTLES FOUND


Rome, Italy (CNN) -- The oldest known image of the apostles Andrew and John have been discovered in catacombs under the city of Rome, dating back to the 4th century AD, archaeologists announced Tuesday. The paintings were found in the same location where the oldest known painting of St. Paul was discovered last year, the Pontifical Commission for Sacred Archeology said Tuesday. They are part of a group of paintings around an image of Jesus as the Good Shepherd on the ceiling of what is thought to have been a Roman noblewoman's tomb, experts said. A painting of St. Peter makes up the fourth member of the group, but older images of him are thought to exist, Vatican experts said.


Their inclusion in the tomb shows the aristocrats were among the last Romans to convert to Christianity, archaeologist Fabrizio Bisconti said. The Roman matron must have been very rich, he said, as the colors and richness of the decoration show. The images of the apostles' heads and shoulders against a deep red background were uncovered after two years of work, Vatican experts said. Archaeologists used a new laser technology to remove layers of white carbon calcium deposited on the frescoes over the centuries without disturbing the paintings.


They are located in the catacombs of St. Tecla, one of the 40 Roman catacombs under Rome. It sits under a modern eight-story building in a working-class neighborhood. It is closed to the public and its entrance is mostly hidden. The Vatican spent about 60,000 euros (about $74,000) on the archaeological work, it said. The apostles were a group of a dozen men, according to Christian tradition, who spread the gospel of Jesus after his crucifixion.


 CECILIA BARTOLI


Cecilia Bartoli was born in Rome on June 4, 1966.  Her parents were both professional singers and named her after the patron saint of music, Saint Cecilia.  A coloratura mezzo soprano with a unique timbre, Bartoli can sing both soprano and mezzo roles.  Her ability to execute running passages, staccato, and trills has earned her the title “The Queen of Agility.”   She is appreciated not only for her voice but also for her theatrical talent, which is at its best in Rossini and Mozart roles.  In her early twenties Bartoli had already achieved world fame.


In 1996 she finally debuted at the Metropolitan Opera as Despina in Mozart’s Cosi fan tutte, and the following year she came back to sing the title role of Rossini’s Cenerentola.  In 2000, she also triumphed at the Berlin Opera with her interpretation of Donna Elvira in Don Giovanni by Mozart.  Fascinated by haroque and Belcanto music, Bartoli has recorded beautiful interpretations of such composers as Gluck, Vivaldi, Haydra, and Salieri, and is currently one of the top-selling opera singers in the world.


ROMAN GLADIATOR CEMETERY


FOUND IN ENGLAND


London, England (CNN) -- Heads hacked off, a bite from a lion, tiger or bear, massive muscles on massive men -- all clues that an ancient cemetery uncovered in northern England is the final resting place of gladiators, scientists have announced after seven years of investigations. The archeological dig has found "what may be the world's only well-preserved Roman gladiator cemetery," the York Archaeological Trust said. Scientists have found 80 skeletons in the "unique" cemetery under the city of York, northern England, since 2003.


They announced their discoveries on Sunday, ahead of a documentary about the site due to air in Britain on June 14. This was one of two big archaeological developments, with Israeli scientists announcing the discovery of a huge cache of ancient religious objects.  They first thought the graveyard might contain the remains of criminals or political purges.


But that doesn't explain the teeth mark. "One of the most significant items of evidence is a large carnivore bite mark - probably inflicted by a lion, tiger or bear -- an injury which must have been sustained in an arena context, " said Kurt Hunter-Mann, the lead archeologist on the dig.


"Nothing like them has ever been identified before on a Roman skeleton," said Michael Wysocki, who examined the remains in the forensic anthropology laboratory at the University of Central Lancashire. He said the bite marks suggest the remains were of someone who fought as a gladiator. "It would seem highly unlikely that this individual was attacked by a tiger as he was walking home from the pub in York 2,000 years ago," he said.


One arm was bigger than the other in many remains, the scientists found -- a suggestion that the men were gladiators who trained from a young age with a weapon in one hand.  Other clues include healed and unhealed weapon injuries, possible hammer blows to the head, and burial with "grave goods" such joints of meat or pottery -- a sign of respect. It's not certain that the men were gladiators, Hunter-Mann cautioned.


"The research is continuing and we must, therefore, keep an open mind," the archeologist said.  But "almost all the individuals are male, very robust and mostly above average height -- features which would also be consistent with a gladiator interpretation. Many also have muscle attachment marks on their arm bones suggesting severe muscle stress," he said.  They also appear to come from all over the Roman empire, which straddled the Mediterranean for hundreds of years, starting more than 2,000 years ago.


"These are internationally important discoveries. We don't have any other potential gladiator cemeteries with this level of preservation anywhere else in the world," Wysocki said.  The skeletons are between 1,600 and 1,900 years old. The most impressive grave was that of a tall man aged between 18 and 23, buried, probably in a coffin, in a large oval grave about 1,700 years ago. He had been decapitated by several sword blows to the neck, the scientists said.
