ROSSI STARTS ROUT AS AZZURRI CRUISE


Italy took a commanding lead in their Euro 2012 qualifying campaign with a 3-0 triumph over Estonia in Modena. Giuseppe Rossi opened the scoring in the 21st minute and Antonio Cassano doubled the lead before half-time.


Second-half substitute Giampaolo Pazzini made it 3-0 in the 68th minute as the Azzurri remained unbeaten in Group C. Estonia, missing some key players, posed no threat against a solid Italian defence.


The result left Cesare Prandelli's side five points clear of Slovenia in the pool with four games remaining, and with a game in hand over the Slovenians. The victory at the Alberto Braglia stadium was also the perfect tonic for a country that was rocked yet again this week by a match-fixing and betting ring scandal in which numerous players and executives of Serie B and C clubs were among 16 people arrested or questioned.


With Manchester City striker Mario Balotelli out injured, Prandelli fielded Rossi and Cassano in attack and his selection paid dividends. Estonia, who had pushed Italy hard before losing 2-1 last September, struggled to put any pressure together without injured midfielder Aleksandr Dmitrijev and suspended striker Konstantin Vassiljev.


The hosts were first to threaten in the 13th minute as Rossi set up Cassano inside the area and the AC Milan striker's lob was saved by Estonia goalkeeper Sergei Pareiko. Shortly afterwards, Pareiko kept out Rossi's 10-yard effort.


At the other end, Tarmo Kink tried his luck from distance but sent his effort way off target. Italy continued to press forward and went in front soon after.


Cassano found Rossi inside the six-yard box and his angled strike beat Pareiko. Prandelli was forced to make his first substitution in the 24th minute, with Antonio Nocerino replacing the injured Alberto Aquilani.


The Azzurri were unlucky not to make it 2-0 when Rossi's left-footed shot beat Pareiko but struck the post. With Estonia offering little opposition, the Italians surged forward and made it 2-0 in the 39th minute.


Riccardo Montolivo fed Cassano inside the area and his right-footed strike towards the left corner of goal beat Pareiko. Estonia had yet to test Italy goalkeeper Gianluigi Buffon as both sides headed to the interval.


Italy picked up where they left off after the restart and extended their lead. Montolivo found Pazzini in the heart of the area and he struck the ball out of Pareiko's reach.


With two minutes remaining, Buffon was called into action for the first time in the game to save Martin Vunk's 30-yard effort The hosts celebrated their fifth win in qualifying and will next travel to the Faroe Islands on September 2.


AMBROSINI CONFIDENT FOR NEW SEASON


AC Milan captain Massimo Ambrosini is confident of retaining the Serie A title and believes they can match anyone except Barcelona in Europe. Milan won the Scudetto for the first time in seven years last season, but they endured a disappointing Champions League campaign as they were knocked out in the second round by newcomers Tottenham Hotspur.


However, Ambrosini remains upbeat about Milan's chances for the coming campaign and, though he admits they would struggle to match Barca, he is not giving up hope of another European triumph. "Whoever wins the Scudetto is always the favourite to retain it," he told Gazzetta dello Sport. "I realise it's early and the teams are under construction, but we cannot hide. It's our duty to go for a second successive title.


"In Europe, I think at this moment Milan can compete with everyone except Barcelona, who are three levels above all the others. That doesn't mean we shouldn't target the Champions League, as it's a competition where anything can happen."


Coach Massimiliano Allegri is looking to make changes to the squad this summer and allowed 32-year-old Andrea Pirlo to join Juventus on a free transfer. Ambrosini added: "We certainly need a replacement for Pirlo, even if someone with his characteristics would be impossible to replace. His absence will be felt on the field and in the dressing room.


"There are players who can turn a team from normal to great. Andrea is one of those players. I started playing with him way back in the Italy Under-18 squad. He is unique."


INTER DENY VILLAS-BOAS LINK


Inter Milan have dismissed reports Andre Villas-Boas is set to become the club's new head coach. It had been reported in the Italian press that Porto boss Villas-Boas, who was on the coaching staff at Inter during Jose Mourinho's first season, would replace Leonardo after agreeing personal terms.


However, Porto revealed last month that Villas-Boas has a €15 million release clause, and Inter sports director Marco Branca has now said he is not under consideration for the post.  He told Ansa: "It is only right for me to point out something that has been whipped up by understandable media speculation. All told, for some time everyone in the football world has well known the bond between Villas-Boas and Porto.


"He has a contract with a high buy-out clause, though that is not the only reason he is excluded from the list of candidates for the Inter bench." Inter have been linked with a number of bosses following the announcement that Leonardo would depart for Paris St Germain, but have so far endured a frustrating search.


Marcelo Bielsa turned down the job for "personal reasons" and, on Friday, Sinisa Mihajlovic vowed to stay at Fiorentina. Fabio Capello appears unlikely to break his contract with England, while Guus Hiddink is expected to take over at Chelsea. Former Palermo boss Delio Rossi, ex-Genoa coach Gian Piero Gasperini and Gianfranco Zola, most recently of West Ham, have also been touted as candidates, and Inter general manager Ernesto Paolillo said on Saturday that an announcement would be made before long.


"We will announce the new coach over the next few days," he told Sky Sport Italia. "We will soon tell you his name."

WITNESSES OFFER DIFFERING ACCOUNTS IN AMANDA KNOX APPEAL


Rome (CNN) -- Two inmates testified Saturday that Amanda Knox, the American student convicted of murder in Italy, was not actually involved in the killing of her roommate. But they offered two different accounts on who the actual killers were.  Three other inmates testified as well.  Knox was sentenced last year to 26 years in prison for the death of Meredith Kercher at a house the two shared in Perugia, the central Italian town where both were students. Knox has vehemently proclaimed her innocence and her family has continued to fight the conviction.


Two hours of legal wrangling between attorneys passed before the judge decided to allow inmates Mario Alessi and Luciano Aviello to testify. Alessi is serving a life sentence for kidnapping and killing an 18-month-old boy.  Alessi testified that Rudy Guede, who has also been convicted in Kercher's murder and is serving a 16-year sentence, told him that neither Knox nor her Italian boyfriend at the time, Raffaele Sollecito, were involved in the killing.


Later in the day, Aviello, who has ties to the Naples Mafia, testified that it was his brother who was the killer, together with an Albanian man. According to Alessi, Guede said that he and an unnamed friend visited Kercher to try to get her to participate in sexual acts. When Kercher denied them, Guede's friend forced himself on her, and Guede also participated, Alessi said. At one point, the friend pulled out a knife, and then Guede, who was holding Kercher at the time, noticed she had started bleeding, Alessi testified. 


Alessi told the court that Guede tried to stop the bleeding, but that his friend urged him to leave. "We need to finish her otherwise she will tell on us," Alessi quoted the friend as telling Guede. The friend then proceeded to inflict another wound on her, Alessi testified. Alessi said Guede remained by himself with Kercher for a while, but eventually left her injured.


Prosecutors and the lawyer for Kercher's family questioned the validity of Alessi's testimony. Through his lawyers, Guede denied Alessi's version of events. During his testimony, Aviello gave a different account.  Aviello said that on the night of the killing, his brother came home with scratches and other wounds. As Aviello tended to the wounds, his brother confessed to him that he had killed Kercher, he said. 


According to Aviello, his brother said that he and an Albanian man entered the residence to steal a painting, and in the act ended up killing the girl. Aviello said he hasn't seen his brother in three years.  "Inside me I know that a miscarriage of justice has taken place," Aviello said of Knox and Sollecito's conviction. Prosecutors questioned his credibility and Aviello admitted that he has been convicted of defamation seven times.


The appeals process will continue June 27, when Guede is expected to testify.  In an additional twist Saturday, another inmate who the defense put on the stand to verify Alessi's version of events, testified that he, in fact, did not know anything about who carried out the killings. Even though his cell was adjacent to Alessi's and Guede's, the inmate was Romanian and didn't know what they discussed, he said.  Another witness Saturday was Marco Castelluccio, a Mafia member who testified from behind a screen because he is a protected witness.


Castelluccio said that he also heard from Guede that Knox had nothing to do with the crime. Kercher, 21, was found dead on November 2, 2007, seminaked with her throat slashed. Knox and Sollecito were both found guilty of the murder. Knox was sentenced in December 2009. Guede, a drifter originally from Ivory Coast, was tried separately.


As part of her appeal, forensic experts are retesting evidence that was used to convict Knox. That evidence includes a knife found in Sollecito's apartment with Knox's DNA on the handle and what Perugia prosecutors say is Kercher's DNA in a tiny groove on the blade. The prosecution contends that the knife was used to stab Kercher in the neck and that it had been cleaned. The DNA matter attributed to Kercher consists of flesh, not blood, they say.


The sample, however, was so small that forensic scientists investigating Kercher's murder were not able to double-test it in accordance with international forensic science norms, which Knox's legal team says raises doubts about its validity. The second piece of evidence the forensic experts are testing is the tiny metal clasp from Kercher's bra, which was cut from her body after her slaying. Forensic scientists in the investigatory phase determined that Sollecito's DNA is present on the metal clasp. The clasp was identified on an investigatory video the same day Kercher's body was found. But it was not collected until nearly six weeks later, giving the defense cause to question whether the sample may have been contaminated.


VOTERS REJECT BERLUSCONI REFORMS


Rome, Italy (FT) -- Two weeks after inflicting heavy losses on Silvio Berlusconi's coalition in local elections, Italians have delivered another serious blow to his credibility by rejecting legislation on nuclear energy, privatization of water utilities and protection of ministers from the courts. Results showed some 57 percent of the electorate voted in referendums on Sunday and Monday, of which about 95 percent rejected key government platforms. Confronted by evidence of growing discontent from among his own center-right supporters, the 74-year-old prime minister admitted defeat, having failed to persuade Italians to stay at home to deny the referendum's required quorum of more than 50 percent of the electorate.


"Italy . . . will have to say goodbye to nuclear power stations and so we must commit ourselves strongly to the renewable energy sector," Mr Berlusconi said before polls closed. It was the first time since 1995 that a referendum had reached the necessary quorum. Such a forceful demonstration of the government's declining popularity is likely to widen rifts within the ruling coalition and propel a divisive search for someone to succeed Berlusconi after 17 years as center-right leader. Pier Luigi Bersani, leader of the main opposition Democratic party, said the vote had been a "referendum on the divorce of the government from the country".
