Inter win derby to boost title hopes


Diego Milito's second-half goal secured a 1-0 win for Inter Milan in the Derby della Madonnina to deny arch-rivals AC Milan the chance to move top of Serie A and boost their own title hopes. Inter silenced the San Siro in the fifth minute, but Thiago Motta's celebrations after he nodded in a free-kick from the right were short-lived as his strike was ruled out for offside. The decision proved to be an incorrect one as the Italy international was not beyond the last Milan defender, although both Milito and Giampaolo Pazzini were stood in an offside position, perhaps contributing to the linesman's confusion. In the very last minute of the first half, Milan's Mark van Bommel rattled the crossbar with a shot from outside the area and Julio Cesar had to stretch to push Urby Emanuelson's shot wide on the rebound.


Inter started the second half like the first and opened the scoring in the 54th minute thanks, in part, to a mistake by Ignacio Abate. He made a hash of his attempt to cut out a crossfield pass, allowing Milito to take the ball into the penalty area and beat Abbiati with a shot which went in off the base of the far post.  The victory takes Claudio Ranieri's side to within six points of the summit and just five behind the Rossoneri. Juventus missed the opportunity to put some real pressure on Serie A leaders AC Milan after being held to a 1-1 draw by Cagliari. Unbeaten Juve started the weekend level on 37 points with Milan at the summit and looked set to pick up three more points after taking a seventh-minute lead through Mirko Vucinic.


However, mid-table Cagliari upset their hosts by drawing level just after half-time through Andrea Cossu and Juve could not find a winner, settling for an eighth draw in 18 games this season.  The result gives Juve a one-point lead at the top of the table, but Milan could take over pole position if they beat city rivals Inter in the Milanese derby.  Lazio ended a three-match winless run in Serie A with a 2-0 victory over 10-man Atalanta.  Hernanes put Lazio ahead from the penalty spot in the 20th minute after Stefan Radu was brought down inside the area by Atalanta's Andrea Massiello.


The visitors were then forced to play a man down as defender Stefano Lucchini was sent off after 52 minutes for a second bookable offence and Atalanta goalkeeper Andrea Consigli made a string of saves to keep his team in the game.  But Lazio's Miroslav Klose put the result beyond doubt at the death. The win, Lazio's first in the league since December 10, has lifted the Romans to fourth place, while Atalanta drop to 13th. Sebastian Giovinco put the seal on an encouraging start to Roberto Donadoni's reign as manager of Parma, scoring last to seal a 3-1 win against Siena.


Former Italy boss Donadoni took charge at the Ennio Tardini stadium this week, inheriting a side standing 15th in Serie A after just five wins from 17 matches. The visit of a Siena side that thumped Lazio 4-0 last we ek was sure to ask questions of his new charges, particularly as Parma were drubbed 5-0 by Inter Milan in their last outing - the result which saw Donadoni's predecessor Franco Colomba lose his job.  Parma had just one victory in their last eight games heading into today's match, but they were deserved winners, with goals from Jonathan Biabiany and Francesco Valiani giving them a useful lead before Paolo Grossi struck for Siena. Genoa came from behind to win their first game of 2012, defeating high-flying Udinese 3-2 in a thriller at the Stadio Luigi Ferraris.


Damiano Ferronetti put Udinese in front in the 13th minute, but two goals from Andreas Granqvist and Bosko Jankovic early in the second half put Genoa in charge.  Rodrigo Palacio appeared to have given the home side all three points, but a controversial penalty decision, which resulted in Genoa captain Marco Rossi being sent off, allowed Antonio Di Natale to give the visitors from the spot. However, Sebastien Frey kept the Bianconeri out with a succession of fine saves, earning Pasquale Marino his first win as Genoa coach. Adrian Mutu struck twice in the first half as Cesena returned to winning ways with a 3-1 win against fellow relegation battlers Novara. Mutu put his team ahead in the 20th minute before adding his second from the penalty spot after Antonio Candreva was brought down in the area by Novara's Michel Morganella.


Cesena went into the break 3-0 up after Leandro Rinaudo deflected the ball into his own net. The hosts should have extended their advantage after the hour mark but Candreva saw his penalty saved by Novara goalkeeper Samir Ujkani. Substitute Takayuki Morimoto then scored a consolation goal two minutes from time. The result has moved Cesena three points behind 17th-placed Bologna, who visit Napoli on Monday. Lecce hauled themselves off the foot of the Serie A standings with a smash-and-grab 1-0 victory on the road at Fiorentina. David Di Michele's second-half penalty separated the sides after 90 minutes but the game was Fiorentina's to win.

Like a scene out of the film 'Titanic,' chaos consumed listing ship


Porto Santo Stefano, Italy (CNN) -- The 3,200 passengers aboard the Costa Concordia cruise liner were enjoying a night of entertainment and relaxation off Italy's Mediterranean coast. Then, at about dinnertime, the lights went out, an ominous scraping sound moaned through the hull, and the ship tilted to one side.


The 1,500-cabin luxury vessel, which was also carrying about 1,000 crew members, had run aground on a rocky sandbar off the tiny island of Giglio.  Chaos overwhelmed passengers and crew alike when, as the ship listed and water rose as if it were a scene from "Titanic," everyone realized that only one side of the ship's lifeboats and rafts were reachable.


Amid screams, the crew appeared helpless, according to one passenger who had to make a ladder of rope to save himself and his wife.  "It was the Marx brothers watching these guys trying to figure out how to work the boat," said Benji Smith, who was on the Concordia for his honeymoon with his wife, Emily. The couple live in Boston.


"I felt like the disaster itself was manageable," Smith added, referring to the grounding and tilting of the ship, "but I felt like the crew was going to kill us."  The worst part came when a lifeboat crew member told everyone, "Women and children first," Smith said. "All these families who were clinging to each other had to be separated," he added.


After helping passengers, some crew members jumped overboard and swam ashore.  At least three lifeboats apparently malfunctioned due to technical or crew error, Smith said.


Life rafts were "twisting and turning," and the crew pulled in some rafts and put the people back on the ship, but the crew never returned for them, Smith said.  With the ship's staircases flooded, "we made ladders out of ropes to climb down from the outer fourth deck to the third deck," Smith said.


"We waited clinging to those rope ladders for 3½ hours" before being picked up by a lifeboat that returned from dropping passengers onshore, he said.  Smith said he and his wife never heard from any of the officers or captain during the incident. The couple was eventually transported by bus to a hotel in Rome.  "I've been awake for 40 hours -- I still have never spoken to a person from Costa," he said, adding that no food, clothes, or money were provided by the cruise line.


Many passengers complained about how the cruise ship staff handled the crisis and asked why they had not yet received an obligatory safety briefing when disaster struck, only hours into their journey.  "We attended a safety presentation on the first day," but he says it didn't turn out to have any safety information, he said. "It was only a sales pitch" for shore excursions, Smith said.


Mark Plath of Little Rock, Arkansas, said 200 passengers swam about 100 yards to rocks, where they awaited further assistance.  "We were helping the staff more than they were helping us," Plath said of the ordeal.


Rosalyn Rincon, a member of the cruise ship staff who worked as a dancer, was in the middle of a magician's act when the ship ran aground. She was inside a box during a magic show when, she said, "I realized that everything stopped. The music stopped," she said.


Everything on the stage fell on top of people because the ship listed dramatically, said Rincon, 30, of Blackpool, England.  "There was no signal as to what was going on until about 30 minutes into it," Rincon told CNN.


Her boyfriend, an Italian engineer officer on the vessel, told her that there was a blackout and the ship crashed into something. "They told us there was a fire," she said.  Then another blackout occurred, and the ship went into darkness, she said. She put on her life vest in her cabin, she said. About 15 minutes later, "the captain of the ship told us it was an electrical problem," Rincon said.  Rincon thought to herself: "If it was an electrical problem, why were we tilting," she said. Several minutes later, "we were told to abandon ship," Rincon said.  Then panic set in, she said.


"This is the problem: You've got 3,000 passengers, you've got 2,000 crew members, and you got only one side of usage of lifeboats and life rafts" because the ship was resting on one side, Rincon said in a telephone interview from her Italian hotel.  Rincon realized there was going to be a shortage of lifesaving watercraft, she said.


"You were going higher and higher, and you were on a vertical position. I was holding on to the railing. All you could see was noise and creaks. It was very, very scary," Rincon said. Rincon was able to get into a rescue boat -- after all the passengers were put on lifeboats or life rafts, she said.  "We were literally thrown into the boat," Rincon said.


Several crew members jumped overboard and swam to the mountain shore, she said. One friend was rescued by helicopter from the top of the ship, Rincon said. Passenger Laurie Willits from Ontario, Canada, who was watching the magic show with her husband, told CNN: "All of a sudden the lights flashed, and the boat tipped like it was turning, but it didn't return to level."


Emergency announcements in English and other languages were difficult to hear, Willits said.  Panic spread as people scrambled to find lifeboats in the dark as the ship quickly leaned to one side.


Lifeboats on the higher side got stuck, Willits said, leaving some people suspended in mid-air for a long time. The sounds of children crying and screaming could be heard.  Willits and her husband managed to get into a lifeboat about an hour to 90 minutes after the alarm was raised, and were among the first to be taken to land.


American Nancy Lofaro said she and her husband Mario were watching the magic show, when there was a "grinding noise." All the performers ran off the stage, she said, leaving the audience in the theater. She added that 30 minutes passed before there was any announcement, saying everything was under control. "The crew tried hard but they kept telling us they had no information, and it wasn't until an hour into this situation that we got into a lifeboat and were lowered."


Lofaro described a chaotic situation on the lifeboat. "At one point we were being lowered, and we were sliding off to one side. Everyone fell into one side of the boat and were slamming into the ship. This happened a few times over 30 seconds. And finally we were lowered into the water level. It took 30 minutes to get to shore... the lifeboats were slamming into each other. It was chaos." At reception centers set up on shore Saturday, some passengers were still wearing pajamas, slippers or housecoats from when the alarm was first raised on the ship. Most were without their money, phones and valuables.


Sirens blared as some of the injured were taken to hospital. Helicopters lifted some people from the badly listing ship.  Rescue officials said their operation peaked between midnight and 3 a.m. Saturday, and calm seas prevented greater loss of life. Three people were confirmed dead and 20 injured. Many people spent the night in small churches and other buildings around the island before being ferried to the mainland to make their way home. The Italian cruise company, Costa Cruises, said it would help passengers return home. Costa is owned by parent company Carnival Corp. An investigation into the cause of the disaster is under way, officials said.

Giglio: Tiny island bears witness to tragedy


Rome, Italy (CNN) -- For days the giant carcass of the once-proud Costa Concordia has lain stricken off the rocky shore of the island of Giglio, rescue vessels bobbing in the chilly seas around it. The disaster that has claimed at least 11 lives, with some two dozen people still unaccounted for, has pushed the tiny island and its residents into an international spotlight


"When the tragedy happened everything was closed. We are a little island, calm in winter. The last bar closes at 9 p.m.," the island's mayor, Sergio Ortelli, told CNN.  But as the luxury liner foundered on that fateful Friday night and rescuers scrambled to evacuate the ship's 4,200 passengers and crew, community leaders stepped up to offer all the help they could.


"We are all friends. That night I was coordinating rescue operations on shore, my deputy went on board, and another member of our city hall was maneuvering the rescue boats," Ortelli said. "It was very dangerous. People were smashed from lifeboat to the harbor's pier, like in an (amusement) park. I immediately called the bus company, the church, the hotels and the school and they all were immediately ready to cooperate."


Many of the passengers brought ashore, some wearing only their pajamas, were given shelter in homes and buildings around the rocky, tree-covered island -- which still has traces of Roman habitation -- before being found a safe passage to the mainland by ferry.  Ortelli said the police presence on the island had ballooned one hundredfold, from a force that normally numbers 12 to some 1,200 officers.


The ongoing tragedy has shaken many of Giglio's 1,500 or so residents, most of whom live in the island's three villages.  Elsa Pini, a 64-year-old local, had a tear in her eye as she pointed to the Costa Concordia on its side off a rocky promontory.


"Everyone on the island helped that night, by inviting survivors to warm up at home or giving them food. There were many little kids," she told CNN.  "Every morning when I see the wreck, it seems like if someone died. Now the island is full of people, rescuers, journalists, but it's not a feast, (there's) no happiness.


"The dark on the harbor at night is terrible, it's an immense darkness. There are still dead in that wreck."  As the hopes of finding survivors fade, some are starting to wonder how long the ship's wreckage will remain offshore as a painful reminder of the tragedy.


Fears have also been raised about the potential environmental impact, if the 2,300 tons of heavy fuel and oil carried by the ship should escape.  The island, which lies nine miles off the Tuscan coast, is within the bounds of a marine wildlife sanctuary that is home to birds, whales and sharks. An oil leak could also blight the coves and sandy beaches that are popular with tourists who catch the ferry over from Porto Santo Stefano, on the mainland, during the summer months.


Costa, the ship's owner, has pledged to prioritize protection of the environment and has called in Dutch experts Smit Salvage to manage recovery of the ship.  Meanwhile, the captain -- who according to court documents has admitted making a mistake and navigating by sight off the island's notoriously rocky shores -- may be charged with manslaughter, shipwreck and abandoning ship.


"What happened is like a thunder clap in a bright sky. For the stupidity of one man, such a great disaster!" Ortelli said. "In the future I hope they will not allow ships in the channel between us and the mainland."


Italian tanker hijacked off Oman coast


 (CNN) -- An Italian tanker with 18 people on board was hijacked off the coast of Oman, officials said Tuesday.


The chemical product tanker, Enrico Ievoli, was on its way from the United Arab Emirates to the Mediterranean Sea when it was seized, according to the company that owns the ship. It was carrying caustic soda.


Of the 18 people on board, six are Italian nationals, five are Ukrainian and seven are Indian, the company -- Marnavi -- said.


BORROWING COSTS FALL FOR ITALY AND SPAIN IN DEBT AUCTIONS


MADRID — Spain and Italy’s borrowing costs tumbled in debt offerings Thursday, giving markets and the euro a lift and providing another sign that the European Central Bank’s latest crisis measures are bearing fruit.  In Madrid, the Treasury said it sold €10 billion, or $12.7 billion, of bonds in total — twice the targeted amount — with yields falling about 1 full percentage point from previous auctions. 


The Italian Treasury allotted all of the €8.5 billion of the 12-month bills it had targeted for sale, with its yields falling by half or more.  Both Spain and Italy are under intense pressure from investors because of their public finances, with recently installed governments scrambling to push through additional austerity packages to rein in deficits and debt levels. 


The European Central Bank’s decision last month to aid struggling euro zone banks with longer-term refinancing operations has taken some of the heat off in recent weeks.  The E.C.B. is providing unlimited three-year credit on easy terms to banks, against a wide range of collateral. That has helped to reduce stress in the credit markets, and some say, could ease the so-called “refinancing hump” that euro zone governments face this year, under which they must roll over hundreds of billions of euros of maturing debt. 


Harvinder Sian, a bond strategist at Royal Bank of Scotland in London, said the Spanish sale “went very well” and should cover about one-tenth of Spain’s borrowing needs for 2012.


 Considering that the initial target of €5 billion was already a significant amount, he said, the fact of a €10 billion total issue “is almost unprecedented, to my mind.” Still, he said, there is a question about how much to read into the results, as “it’s hard not to see it as being a bit stage-managed.” 


The solid showing by both countries on Thursday pushed down yields for 10-year bonds on secondary markets, although they remained at levels considered unsustainable by analysts in the medium and longer term.  The yield on Spanish 10-year bonds dropped to 5.1 percent, while Italy’s slid to 6.5 percent. German Bunds, the euro zone benchmark, were relatively unchanged at 1.8 percent. 


In the auction Thursday in Madrid, the three-year bonds, which accounted for €4.3 billion, were sold at an average yield of 3.75 percent, compared with 4.87 percent at the previous auction of such bonds in July. Another €4.3 billion of a new three-year bond sold at a yield of 3.38 percent. 


The Spanish Treasury also sold €3.2 billion worth of a bond maturing Oct. 31, 2016 for 3.91 percent, compared with 4.85 percent last November. 


The 12-month bills sold by the Italian government were priced to yield 2.79 percent — down sharply from the 5.95 percent it paid to sell similar securities on Dec. 12.  Italy also sold €3.5 billion of three-month bills priced to yield 1.64 percent, down from 3.25 percent at the last auction.  Italy was hoping to sell another €4.75 billion of debt Friday.

This is the most classic color, and gives rise to pasta paglia e fieno (straw and hay) -- a combination of green and yellow tagliatelle, which is often served with cream sauces or salsa ai funghi (mushroom sauce). Green pasta is also an excellent alternative if you're making lasagna or ravioli. To make it you'll need:





INGREDIENTS:


 •7/8 pound (400 g, or 3 1/3 cups) flour


 •8 ounces (220 g) raw spinach


 •3 eggs


 •A pinch of salt


 


DIRECTIONS:


Wash the spinach well, shred it coarsely, and heat it in a pot with just the water that sticks to the leaves. Add a pinch of salt and stir it until it is completely wilted (5 minutes), then let it cool and squeeze it well to remove all the moisture you can. Blend the spinach and combine it with the other ingredients when you make the dough. As variations, you can also use wild greens, or nettles (use gloves when you pick and wash them).
